WHEREAS, in consultation with the Authority's engineers and the Department of Environmental Protection,.the Authority has determined that the capital projects outlined in Exhibit A, attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein (collectively, the

WHEREAS, the Authority is seeking to fund the Projects through the New Jersey Enviromnental Infrastructure Trust Financing Program (the "Program"), which provides a mix of

CAPITAL PROJECTS 

Sewer Project: . 

1) 6m and 10th Street Sewer Rehabilitation: The Authority will replace approximately 2,500 to 
3,000 linear feet of sewers on Sixth, Eighth, Ninth and Tenth Streets that have been identified 
with severe operation and maintenance or structural defects. 

Water Projects:
I 

1) Lafayette and Bergen Cleaning and Lining Project: This project involves the in—place
` 

rehabilitation of approximately 30,000 linear feet of 6, 8, 10 and l2—inch diameter cast iron 
water distribution mains in the City. The project also includes the replacement of 
approximately 1,800 linear feet of 6—inch diameter cast iron water distribution mains with 
new 8-inch diameter ductile iron pipe. The project will also include replacement of fittings, 
line valves, and tire hydrants as necessary. The project streets are Bergen Avenue, Dwight 
Avenue, Ocean Avenue and Ege Avenue for this cleaning and lining 

The proposed project also involves the rehabilitation of approximately 6,000 linear feet of 
36—inch diameter potable water transmission main located in Newark Avenue and Brunswick 
Street. The project limits are Newark Avenue from Cook Street to Brunswick Street, and 
Brunswick Street from Newark Avenue to York Street. 

2) Boonton Reservoir Gravity Supply Project: The project will allow gravity flow from the 
Boonton Reservoir to the Jersey City Water Treatment Plant most of the year, depending on 
demand and reservoir levels, thereby bypassing the existing raw water pumping station and 
resulting in a substantial energy savings.

Re: Resolution Authorizing the Undertaking of Capital Projects 

We represent the Jersey City Municipal Utilities Authority (the "Authority") as bond counsel, 
including in connection with the Authority’s participation in the New Jersey Environmental 
Infrastructure Trust Financing Program (the "Trust Pro gram"). As you know, the Trust Program 

‘ 

is a borrowing program run by the State of New Jersey which allows local municipalities and ` 

authorities to borrow funds for water and sewer projects at a rate of interest which is fifty to 
seventy-five percent below prevailing market rates by offering a combination of low-interest 
loans, zero—interest loans, and principal forgiveness. This year the Authority’s water projects are 

’ 

eligible to finance sixty percent of project costs at no interest, and to receive $2,000,000 in
` 

principal forgiveness through the Trust Program, while the sewer project is eligible to finance 
seventy-five percent of project costs at no interest. 

The Projects: 

The Authority has previously utilized the Trust Program to finance a number of water and sewer 
projects throughout the City on a low—cost basis. This year the Authority is seeking authorization 
to undertake three capital projects which will be financed through the Trust: (i) sewer cleaning 
and lining, including at 6th and 10th Streets; (ii) Lafayette and Bergen water main cleaning and 
lining; and (iii) the Boonton Reservoir gravity supply project. Each of these projects is described 
in more detail in the overview of current capital projects, recent capital improvements and future 
capital plan provided by the Authority to the City on March 5, 2013 and attached here for easy 
reference. 

The Financing: 

The sewer project construction cost, including improvements previously approved by the City, is 
estimated at $4,457,140, with the final principal amount to be set at the time of closing with the 
Trust Program, which will reflect costs of issuance and administrative fees to the Trust Program. 
Seventy—five percent of the project cost, or $3,342,855, will be financed through an interest free 
loan, with the remaining twenty-five percent, or $1,114,285, bearing a market rate of interest that 
will be established at the time of the Trust Program bond sale in April. The loans will be repaid 
by the Authority in equal installments over twenty years.

l



The water project construction cost is estimated at $16,2l8,748, with the final principal amount 
to be set at the time of closing with the Trust Program, which will reflect costs of issuance and 
administrative fees to the Trust Program. Of this amount, $2,000,000 in principal will be 
forgiven, $8,664,061 will be financed at zero interest, and $5,554,687 will be fmanced at a 

‘ 

market rate of interest established at the time of the Trust Program bond sale in April. The 
Authority is receiving the maximum amount of principal forgiveness available to borrowers 
through the Trust Program, in recognition of the "green" qualities of the water projects, which 
will reduce energy consumption at the reservoir. The loans will repaid by the Authority in equal 
installments over twenty years. 

City Action: 

As you know, the City and the Authority have entered into a service contract with respect to the 
Sewer System dated as of December l, 1985, as amended as of May 1, 2003 (the "Sewer 
Contract"), as well as an amended and restated water services franchise and service agreement 
dated as of September 30, 2005 (the "Water Contract"). The Sewer Contract and the Water 
Contract each require that the Authority obtain approval to undertake capital projects from the 
City if those projects are to be financed through the issuance of debt. The Water Contract also 
requires approval with respect to water system debt that will extend past the term of the 
Franchise Period, currently defmed by the Water Contract as December 31, 2027. The form of 
resolution with respect to these approvals that was provided on March 5, 2013 is attached here 
for easy reference.

Summary: 

_ 
Undertaking the sewer project will allow the Authority to continue to maintain the sewer system 
in good order, while also allowing continued compliance with the Author·ity’s agreement with 
the Environmental Protection Agency. Undertaking the water projects will allow the Authority to 
maintain the water system in good order, which inures to the benefit of the City at the expiration 
of the Franchise Period. To the extent that these capital projects are to be undertaken, financing 
through the Trust Program, including principal forgiveness, low-interest and zero—interest loans, 
is the most cost effective option.

Summary of J CMUA Capital Projects requiring the City of Jersey City Council’s consent at the 3/13/13 
meeting. · 

The JCMUA is in the process of issuing permanent financing through the New Jersey Environmental 
In&astructure Trust for one sewer and two water capital projects. As part of the debt issuing process and 
according to our operations agreement with the City, the MUA needs Council approval for these sewer and 
water projects to be financed. 

Sewer Project
_ 

1) 6th and 10"' Street Sewer Cleaning and lining. The JCMUA's Combined Sewer and Condition 
Assessment Study determined that the sewers identified for this project are in imminent danger of 
collapse. This project will replace sections of brick sewer that were listed has having severe operation 
and maintenance and/or structural defects on Sixth, Eighth, Ninth and Tenth Streets. These sections of 
sewer have been assessed to be in imminent danger of complete collapse and/or blockage. They have 
longitudinal cracks and/or vertical deformation (collapse). The total length being replaced is 2,500 to 
3,000 linear feet. The new pipes will have the same nominal diameter and capacity as the existing pipes. 
The replacement pipes will be installed in the same alignments as the existing pipes using either pipe 
bursting or open cut. 

Water Projects 

1) Lafayette and Bergen Cleaning and lining proj ect! Newark Ave &Brunswick St. . This project 
involves the in—place rehabilitation of approximately 30,000 linear feet of 6, 8, 10 and 12-inch diameter 
cast iron water distribution mains in the City. The rehabilitation is to include cleaning of internal 
tuberculation and the application of a 1/ 8-inch thick cement—mortar interior lining. The project also 
includes the replacement of approximately 1,800 linear feet of 6-inch diameter cast iron water 
distribution mains with new 8-inch d_iameter ductile iron pipe. The replacement is to include installation 
of a parallel main, transfer of existing services to the new main, and abandonment ofthe existing main. 
The project will also include replacement of fittings, line valves, and fire hydrants as necessary. The 
project streets are Bergen Avenue, Dwight Avenue, Ocean Avenue and Ege Avenue for this cleaning 
and lining



The proposed project also involves the rehabilitation (sliplining) of approximately 6,000 linear feet of 
36-inch diameter potable water transmission main lo cated in Newark Avenue and Brunswick Street. The 
project limits are Newark Avenue from Cook Street to Brunswick Street, and Brunswick Street from 
Newark Avenue to York Street. 

2) Boonton Reservoir Gravity Supply Project. The basic concept ofthe project is to allow gravity flow
` 

from the Boonton Reservoir to the Jersey City Water Treatment Plant most ofthe year, depending on 
demand and reservoir levels. The proposed gravity pipeline would bypass the existing raw water 
pumping station, which would results in a substantial energy savings. Depending on the cost of 
electricity moving forward, the savings will cover the cost of financing. 

Below are projects to be completed over the next several years in connection with our EPA decree. We 
reported on the status of this work a year ago when we met with the Council for approval of other projects. 
These projects are not included in the current bonding, and do not require Council approval at this time. We 
will be addressing these again when we need Council approval to issue debt to perform this work. 

Mina Drive (Country Village) In 2012, we successfully installed pumps to eliminate flooding under 
normal and heavy storm conditions (The pumps were not effective during Hurricane Sandy). 

Grand Street sewer major repair and rehabilitation. The twin 54" sewer from Communipaw Ave. to the 
Hudson River will be completely reconditioned. This pipe was identified as a major infrastructure item 
that needed improvement to prevent hiture collapse, and improve the storm capacity. This should help 
alleviate downtown flooding, but the extent of which it will is not easily determinable. Construction 
will begin in 2014. . 

Pine St. Pump station. In October 2012, we completed a sewerage pump station at the end of Pine St, 
where it intersects with the light rail tracks. This was a continual flooding problem due to the topology 
of the land and sewer pipe. This pump station has successfully eliminated storm flooding at this 
location. 

Newark Avenue Trunk Sewer. (between Summit and the Charlotte Circle) This is another sewer that is in 
poor condition. We will clean and line this sewer to prevent collapsing and increase the flow during 
storms. 

Brown Place. We will be replacing the Brown Place sewer from Princeton Ave. to Garfield Ave. This 
sewer is in poor physical condition, and is likely to collapse if not replaced. Construction is to begin in 

. 2014 

Duncan Ave. Outfall. This outfall pipe is currently deteriorated and its replacement should improve the 
storm drainage at Duncan Ave. and Truck l&9. Construction is to begin in 2014. · 

Sip Ave. Trunk Sewer. We will be replacing the Sip Ave. sewer from Freeman Ave. to the regulator at Rt. 
1-9. The current pipe is undersized, and is in poor physical condition. Construction to begin in 2014.



Sewer system telemetry installation. We installed remote sensors throughout the sewer system to collect 
data to better determine the flows of rain water as it passes through the storm! combined sewers. This 
was completed October 2012. 

East side pump station. We have begun the process of converting the east side pump station into a storm 
water pumping facilities. We have hired engineers to review the proposal, and begin design ofthe new 
facility. Preliminary reviews look hopeful that this would be a very major improvement to downtown 
flooding problems. 

And finally, a Hurricane Sandy update. The heavy rain and flood surge damaged our east side pump station, 
and outfalls throughout the City. Fortunately, we were able to remain operational at all pump stations despite 
water damage. We are continuing to assess our damages and it seems, considering the severity ofthe storm, 
that the damages are not too great. We estimate several million dollars of damages, and expect to have a large 
portion covered by insurance. Uncovered losses are being submitted to FEMA.

SUBJECT: Proposed Resolution / Tax Appe Settlement Agreement for Siena Urban Renewal 

The attached resolution requests the Municipal Council to authorize a settlement 
agreement, which was negotiated between the Tax Assessor and Siena Urban Renewal 
Associates, L.P. for the property currently known as Block 13102, Lots 3 and 3X (formerly 
known as Block 168.1, Lots 4 and 4X), 255 Warren Street. The total tax dollar refund for 
these appeals is $233,869. 

The property is the subject of a long—term tax abatement, the agreement for which requires 
a regular review of the service charge versus a percentage of taxes otherwise due. For the 
2011 and 2012 tax years, that review revealed that the 40% of taxes otherwise due on the 
assessed value of the property exceeded the annual service charge. Because the assessment 
on the property had not changed since the inception of the abatement, the owner filed 
appeals with the Tax Court for the two years in question. ` 

The value of commercial properties is calculated by using the income and expense 
information for the subject property for the relevant tax year. After a review of that 
information, it was determined that the assessment should be reduced. The refund 
represents the difference between the amount paid in total by the property owner and the 
40% of taxes otherwise due on the new assessment. 

I recommend this settlement as being in the best interests of the City.

The purpose of this Agreement is for Consultant to provide consulting services for issues 
related to voice and data telecommunications goods, services, billing, audit services, inventory, 
contract negotiation, and dispute resolution. 

ARTICLE Il 
Scope. of Services 

1. Consultant shall perform for the City all the required services in accordance with the 
Proposal prepared by Consultant which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference . 

(Exhibit A), and in accordance with this Agreement. In the event that there is a conflict or 
discrepancy among the provisions of this Agreement, and the provisions of Exhibit A, the provisions 
of this Agreement shall govern over the provisions of Exhibit A.

Following discussions between our Environmental Consultants, Malcolm Pimie 
and Architect, Urbahn Architects as well as Jersey City representatives; a proactive action plan 
was developed and incorporated into the Phase II Building Construction package. 

With the award of the Construction Contract to Tenninal Construction Corp. site development 
and construction of the new Municipal Services Complex is underway, however several new 
unforeseen areas of concem have been identified and require review and approval of the site by a 
Licensed Site Remediation Professional (LSRP). These new conditions include two buried 
concrete vaults, unknown material in drums, unsuitable materials (garbage), uncharacterized 
historic fill materials (known as automotive shredder residue). These issues require additional 
review, meetings, revisions to NJDEP/LSRP approved work plans and updates to the remedial 
cost report.

engineering services and technical support required by the City to complete the project. lt
. is appropriate to note that the costs expended by the City for environmental investigations and remedial designs for the site have been included in the monetary environmental 

reservation as part of the legal proceedings with the former owners and in the negotiated 
settlement with PPG for hexavalent chromium investigation and disposal. A detailed 
description of these additional required efforts and the costs for each are provided below. 

Additional Package 2 Construction Administration Services 

The City retained us to provide limited environmental construction administration services. 
ln addition, the City retained EPIC to provide the primary construction administration 
functions for the duration of the entire project. Our role during the construction of the proposed JCMSC: Package 2 Contract Document was to support the construction

representatives and was limited to include reviewing environmental shop drawing submittal, part-time 
inspection of key environmental work, assisting with environmental items in the payment requisitions and 
responding to environmental request for information. Vlhth our experience from Package 1, an allowance 
was also authorized for unforeseen environmental conditions during construction. The City’s onsite 
construction representative provides support on the environmental related items services, which included 
providing full—time inspection, reviewing initial and re—submittaIs to verify the intent of the specification and to 
verify our comments were incorporated, and verify the waste disposal quantities. The City’s has requested 
that we take on a more active role with the submittals review process and observation of environmental 
activities to keep the construction schedule on track. Unfortunately, our increased role has resulted in 
depleting our original budget while services identified in our original scope of services still, such as shop4 

drawing review and inspection services, remain to be completed. 

With regards to the shop drawings, the Package 2 JCMSC Contract Document estimated 12 shop drawing 
submittals. To date, we have reviewed eleven submitted shop drawings with only one remaining to be 
approved which is the Contaminated Soil Management Plan (CSMP). The CSMP is a submittal by the 
contractor that defines how the contractor will address all the known environmental conditions at the Site 
such as the hexavalent chromium, PCB in soil pile, historic till material to Lincoln Park, and removal of 
existing concrete slab areas of concerns [AOCs]. Due to potential delays in the construction schedule, the 
contractor began to divide the CSMP submittal into smaller submittals (one per each AOC). We have been 
tasked with the responsibility to review and secure LSRP approval of each AOC submittal to keep the 
construction schedule on track. 

Additionally, since construction commenced, several unforeseen conditions have developed that requires a 
submittal for review and approval by the LSRP. These new conditions included discovery oftwo burie·d 
concrete vaults, uncovered buried drums, unsuitable geotechnical material from the proposed ESU Building 
to Lincoln Park, discolored surface color with similar characteristics as hexavalent chromium, buried 
unknown 18—inch pipe, uncharacterized historic material (so-called "automotive shedder residue"), and 
additional historical Hll from the Salt Shed Area to Lincoln Park. The contractor either has fonwarded or will 
be forwarding _a submittal for our review and requested directions to address remedial measures for these 
new AOCs. 

With the existing AOCs and the several unforeseen discovered AOCs, the contractor has or will be 
submitting up to 17 additional submittals for review and approval before work can commence. To avoid the 
construction delays, the City has requested us to review and secure LSRP approval. We are averaging 
approximately 15 hours to complete submittal due to the contractors failure to provide resubmittals that 
incorporate our comments. 

We have recently noted inconsistencies with the contractor submittals and proposed improvements. 
Specifically, the Contract identified two areas on the site containing high levels of Lead that were intended to

remain onsite. Based on the proposed utility improvements through that area, the contractor has now 
indicated that approximately 4,200 cubic yards of material will be disturbed. The contractor’s sampling 
detected hazardous Lead levels and elevated polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) in the material and has 
submitted a potential change order in the amount of $1 .4M for offsite disposal of all 4,200 cubic yards of the 
material as contaminated soils and hazardous waste. Upon review of the submittal, we discovered several 
discrepancies. To rectify this issue, we developed a workplan to further investigate the Lead and PCB 
hotspot. During the implementation of the workplan, it was determined that the elevated Lead and PCB was 
attributed to automotive shredder residue from possible historical operations or former dumping at the site. 
To prevent delay of the detention basin construction, we have been onsite to provide guidance on addressing 
environmental items and collecting information to secure regulatory approval to dispose of only excavated 
material and manage remaining onsite under the -cap. Given the elevated PCB levels, a Risk-Based 
Approval report will be required to secure approval from the US Environmental Protection Agency that we are‘ 

preparing on the City’s behalf.
V 

For the Hexavalent Chromium Area #1, we noticed similar discrepancies as above during our site visit with 
the LSRP on October 25, 2012. For these reasons, the City has requested a greater presence by us to 
oversee the environmental AOCs and assist with the contractor’s submittals. 

In accordance with the City’s request, we had a representative onsite full-time during December, January 
and February when there was active environmental construction and we are now scaling back to one—day on- 
site every 2 weeks over 12 month period for part-time inspection, submittals review and payment requisition 
review. Please note that our onsite time will be reduced to reflect the effort level required for the task. This 
additional work is anticipated to be $85,000 for the additional construction related services associated with 
Package 2 and request the unforeseen environmental conditions during construction be replenished by ` 

additional $15,000. 

Technical Support 

As part of the ongoing technical environmental matters on an as required basis related to the cost recovery 
through the condemnation proceedings and legal challenges for the Linden Avenue relocation site, we have 
utilized our most recent allocation in the preparation of the Revised Environmental Cost Report (Dated July 
2012) and January 10, 2012 for negotiation/condemnation efforts with Sterling Capital and assisted the City 
with settlement negotiation with PPG to compensate the City for additional unforeseen hexavalent chromium 
investigation and disposal.

_ 

To assist the City for these upcoming condemnation efforts, additional ongoing services were requested and we were served notice to be deposed before the January 2013 hearing. To date, we have prepared an 
additional environmental cost report of the recently discovered automotive shredder residue to support the 
cost recovery and the depositions. Since we have utilized our previous allowance, we are requesting to
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restore our allowance to continue providing ongoing legal activity with the ongoing condemnation case with 
Sterling Capital. While it is difficult to exactly define our effort level at this time, we believe a proposed 
additional allowance of $15,000 for continuing technical support in the condemnation effort would be

‘ 

appropriate at this time. 

Additional LSRP Assistance/Technical Support 

With various unforeseen new AOCs and changes to the existing AOCs as noted above, the LSRP has been 
more involved with the construction process to avoid any construction delays. The LSRP has been providing 

A 

directions to the Design Team, reviewing work plans, and granting approvals for the each AOC submittals. 

With the Package 2 project in construction, we anticipate more field conditions warranting LSRP 
assistance/technical support to secure pre—approvaI of any design modihcations impacting the remediation 
and LSRP technical support for litigation. While it is difficult to exactly define our effort level at this time, we 
recommend an additional allowance of $20,000 to provide these services on an as required basis. 

Summag of Proposed Additional Services 

We propose to provide the additional services provided as described above on a time and material basis for 
the not-to—exceed amount of $135,000. Senzices and incurred costs would be invoiced in accordance with 
our attached existing hourly rate schedule for the City, which has not changed since 2007. A breakdown of 
the proposed additional engineering senrices is as follows:
