Using National Cooperative Contracts: Application of P.L. 2011, ¢.135

Introduction

The recently passed P.L. 2011, c.139 (the “Law” of “Chapter 139”) allows local contracting
unhits to utilize national cooperative contracis as a method of procurement. The Division of
Local Government Services has consulted with the Division of Law, the Division of Purchase
and Property {(DPP), and the Office of the State Comptrolier in reviewing the Law and its
relationship to existing procurement statutes and regulations. This Local Finance Notice
pfovides guidance to contracting units seeking to implement the new national cooperative
contracting option.

While the guidance in this Notice has specific application to contracting units subject to the
Local Public Contracts Law (”LPCL”) and boards of education under the Public School
Contracts Law (“PSCL”), it has general application to all local government contracting units.
Agencies should review this guidance in context of the new Law and their own
procurement laws and regulations to ensure consistency in application.

Contracting units should carefully review this guidance, state laws affecting the agency’s
contracting authority, and relevant case law affecting the use of national cooperatives.
Utilizing national cooperative contracting, in certain circumstances, may make the
procurement process more efficient and provide cost savings. Contracting units are
advised; however, to not only review this guidance, but also be mindful of New Jersey laws
affecting the agency's contracting authority and relevant case law affecting the use of
national cooperatives.

C. Automobile Liability Coverage: covering as insured CONSULTANT with not less
than ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) combined single limit for Bodily Injury and
Property Damage Liability, including non-owned Automobile Liability Coverage.

D.  Workmen's Compensation Insurance: benefit securing compensation for the benefit

| WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Workforce Investment Act (“ACT”), 29 USC 2801 et seq., authorizes the
\
expenditure of federal funds‘ for employment training services in a state determined Workforce

Investment Area (“WIA™); and
\

WHEREAS, the City of Jersey City (“City) has qualified for “temporary and subsequenf
designation” as a WIA under the Act, and the Governor of New Jersey has designated Jersey City as
a WIA; and |
WHEREAS, JCETP was désignated as a one-stop operator prior to the enactment of 29 U.S.C. Sec.
2841 in August 1998; and

|
WHEREAS, 29 U.S.C. Sec. 2841 (d) and (e) of the Act authorizes the local Workforce Investment
Board (WIB) for a WIA, Wlth the agreement of the chief elected official of the WIA, to designate a
One Stop Operator for the VYIA and the programs initiated under the Act, and

|
WHEREAS, the Jersey City Employment and Training Program, Inc. (“JCETP”) with its
specialized and qualitative expertise in operating such programs, has been designated as the One-
Stop Operator for the 1 ersey(City WIA by agreement of the WIB servicing the Jersey City WIA and
the Mayor of the City of Jersey City.




NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY AND THE JCETP AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

I APPLICABILITY OF FEDERAL REGULATIONS AND STANDARDS

The City and the JCETP assure and certify that they shall comply and (where applicable) will
require their subcontractors, subgrantees, and subtecipients to comply with the Act and the rules and
regulations promulgated to carry out the Act, as well as other applicable federal, state and local laws,
rules and regulations.
II. AUTHORITIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE JERSEY CITY EMPLOYMENT
AND TRAINING PROGRAM

Pursuant to the regulations set forth in the Act, the JCETP shall have overall responsibility to
provide the policy guidance and exercise oversight (reviewing, monitoring, and evaluation) with

respect to activities under the Act.

The JCETP and the City agree that the success of employment and ‘traiﬂing programs in
Jersey City will be dependent upon the extent to which such program reflects the intent and spirit of
the Act, which encourages private sector participation and cooperation. Accordingly, it is intended,
by means of this agreement, that the JCETP, be vested with the substantial authority, as defined in
the Act, for the administration and delivery of employment and training services as needed by the

Jersey City residents.

A. Designation as Administrative Entity.
The JCETP shall be designated herein as the One-Stop Operator for the Jersey City WIA and
programs initiated pursuant to the Act, or any other successor statutes, for the term of the

Agreement.

As the One-Stop Operator, the JCETP Board of Directors is hereby granted authority to
establish a JCETP Executive Board appointed by the Mayor, comprised of seven (7) members to act
as JCETP’s governing Board of Directors.

The JCETP Executive Board is intended to appoint an Executive Director who will serve as

the One Stop Operator for the direct operation of the JCETP while having the full JCETP body




conduct only its overall legislated functions of the policy, guidance, oversight and planning for the

Jersey City Employment and Training Program and the WIA.

The JCETP Director and staff will provide the day-to-day JCETP functions related to policy,
guidance, oversight and planning and the JCETP Director will be accountable to the JCETP board
and its Chairperson.

As per the JCETP organizational chart prepared and submitted as a required part of both
Jersey City and Hudson County WIA Plans, the JCETP and Hudson County WIA Directors, having
New Jersey Dept. of Labor and Workforce Development defined staff positions, will interact in

fostering labor market WIA Program coordination and cooperation.

Additionally, the JCETP Director will attend all Executive Board meetings, as the full
JCETP’s representative for purposes of communicating actions to the full JCETP Board and vise-
versa, and to offer technical assistance and support. The Mayor of Jersey, as chief elected official

will be furnished with the official written minutes of all Executive Board meetings.

THE JCETP EXECUTIVE BOARD
The JCETP Executive Board and its Director, as the One-Stop Operator for the Jersey City

WIA, will assume the following specific functions, which will be borne solely by the Jersey City
WIA.

1. Have input into the development of the local Workforce Investment Plan (hereinafter,
“Plan”), which shall be prepared by the Workforce Investment Board (WIB), approved by
the full WIB and the Mayor prior to submission of said plan to the Governor for approval;

2. In consultation with the JCETP Executive Board, through its legal counsel, will implement
and amend personnel policies and procedures. For those instances, which the JCETP has no
applicable personnel policies or procedures, the City’s procedures may be adopted.
Applicable Affirmative Action and Equal Employment Opportunity provisions will be
enforced;

3. Negotiate and enter into separate agreements and contracts with public and private
corporations to provide core services, intensive services and on the job training services.
Operate 1ts own {raining programs, and provide other services consistent with and deemed by
the JCETP to be necessary for the implementation of the approved Plan for the Jersey City
WIA, with such approval by the City as required by federal, state and/ or local laws;




4, Expend funds allocated under the Act for the purposes of implementing and carrying out the
. approved Plan, as well as such other funds as may from time to time, be made available to
the JCETP, with such approval by the City as may be required by federal, state or local laws;

5. In accordance with its own by-laws, rules and procedures, JCETP authorizes its members
and/or staff to travel outside Jersey City and outside the State of New Jersey as deemed
necessary by the JCETP to achieve the purposes of the Act and approved Plan, subject to
such approvals as may be required by federal, state, or local laws or regulations;

6. Establish and maintain a Management Information and Reporting system, acceptable to the
City on operations and expenditures, subject to such approval as may be required by federal,
state or local laws or regulations;

7. Provide written reports to the City, no less often than once each quarter, on levels of program
operation and expenditures, as well as other JCETP activities being conducted in the
furtherance of the approved Plan for the WIA;

8. Procure audits of the funds and program activities as required by the Act, and work to resolve
questions or irregularities identified through such audits; and

9. Manage a system to hear and resolve grievances which may be brought by program
participants, contract service providers, vendors, and other interested parties, as required by
the Act.

B. Development of Workforce Investment Plan for WIA

The WIB with input from the JCETP Board shall be responsible for the development of the local
Workforce Investment Plan for the Jersey City WIA, as required by Section 118 of the Act. -

1. The JCETP, in consultation and coordination with the Department of Administration shall
identify the employment needs of the City’s unemployed residents, the labor force needs of
labor market area employers, and appropriate linkage between funds made available under
the Act and education, social service and economic development activities in the area, and
shall conduct such other analyses as are required by the Act or which the JCETP determines
to be appropriate and necessary to discharge its responsibilities;

2. The JCETP shall solicit the input and participation of the local business community
regarding the provision of the program services to eligible residents through the use of
business/ employer surveys and evaluating labor market needs;

3. The JCETP, upon obtaining approval of the JCETP Chairperson and Mayor of the City of
Jersey, shall be responsible for the preparation, modification and submission of the
Workforce Investment Plan. The WIB shall submit the executed Workforce Investment Plan
to the Governor of the State of New Jersey for approval.




- POWERS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CITY
A. Designation as the Grant Recipient

Jersey City shall be designated herein as grant recipient for Act funds, for the term of this
agreement. As grant recipient, the City shall furnish, or cause to be fulfilled, the following

responsibilities:

1. The City, and the Department of Administration, shall maintain oversight control of the
current accounting, auditing and management information and reporting systems as required
to comply with the Act and other applicable federal and state laws, rules and regulations.

2. ‘The City treasurer shall confirm all Acts funding resources received from the federal
government through the State of New Jersey.

3. Such resources shall be transferred to the JCETP’s sub accounts with supporting
documentation submitted to the City Treasurer and City Controller.

4. The City shall receive bank reconciliation’s from the JCETP Executive Board providing
control and a proper audit trail as required under the Act.

5. The City shall maintain and exercise a semi-annual internal audit review process of the
program to verify all revenues and expenditures comply with the rules, regulations, and
guidelines of the Act and other federal, state and local laws.

6. The City shall be entitled to reimbursement of all direct costs as appropriate, such as use of
postage system, computer center services, automotive and repair services and employee
benefits.

B. Approval of WIA Plan for Jersey City Workforce Investment Ares:

The Mayor, as the Act’s Workforce Investment Plan co-signatory, shall review and approve
the WIA Plan for the Jersey City WIA prepared by Workforce Investment Board, including any
amendments thereto which might be required from time to ﬁme. Disagreements on the substance,
content or any othér aspect of the Plan between the City and the JCETP shall be resolved.in

accordance with the procedure prescribed in a separate section of this agreement.

1., COMPENSATION

In exchange for providing a job training program during the term of this Agreement, the

City shall pay JCETP a total contract amount not to exceed $4,187,710.




IV. INCORPORATION OF THE JERSEY CITY EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING
PROGRAM

The JCETP is an incorporated entity and shall remain so in conformance with the laws of
the State of New Jersey for the complete term of the Agreement. JCETP’s Tax-exempt status as a
non-profit corporation under U.S. Internal Revenue Code Sections 501(c) (3) is required and shall

remain in force as a condition of this Agreement.

V. INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE

The JCETP may provide for the indemnification of directors, officers and employers, as

provided under Title 15 of the New Jersey Statutes (Corporations and Associations Not for Profit).

The JCETP shall purchase and maintain in full force and effect during the term of this
Agreement, personal liability insurance for its trustees, officers, directors and members, as

authorized under the WIA, or any successor regulations(s).

The JCETP shall purchase and maintain in full force and effect, and shall cause its sub
recipients and subcontractors to purchase and maintain in full force and effect, liability insurance to
insure against the risks of bodily injury, illness, property damage or any other damages or losses, or
with respect to any claims arising out of any activity under a JCETP grant or agreement, whether
concerning persons or property in the JCETP organization, in the grant recipient’s organization, or in

the organization of any sub recipient, subcontractor or other third party.

The JCETP shall purchase and maintain in full force and effect, or cause the sub recipients
and subcontractors to purchase and maintain in full force and effect, workmen’s compensation
insurance for participants as authorized or required by federal, state and/or local law(s), and

regulations or guidelines issued hereunder.

The City agrees to defend, indemnify and hold the JCETP and its employees harmless from
any and all losses, claims, judgments, expenses, actions, costs, damages, and obligations, including

attorneys fees, arising from this Agreement which are not covered by the insurance policies required




to be purchased and maintained in full force and effect by the JCETP and/or its sub recipients and

subcontractors as provided herein.

Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions, nothing herein shall protect or purport to protect
any trustee, officer, director, or employee of the JCETP against any liability to which he would
otherwise be subject by reason of willful misfeasance, fraud, bad faith, breach of a fiduciary dr legal

duty to the JCETP or reckless disregard of the duties involved in the conduct of his office.

VL RESOLUTION OF DISAGREEMENTS

It is the joint authority and responsibility of both parties to this Agreement to secure
effective service delivery, which provides the most beneficial mix of core, intensive and training
services to the eligible residents and private employers of the Jersey City labor market area. In the
event that the JCETP and the City cannot reach a mutually satisfactory agreement on approval with
the Workforce Investment Plan, as required by the Act, representatives of the JCETP and the City
shall meet to attempt to resolve such disagreements. When one or more parties to this agreement
concludes that agreement between the JCETP and the City cannot be reached, any and all unresolved
issues pertaining to the Workforce Investment Plan shall be submitted to the binding arbitration of
the City, and one impartial representative of the Governor’s office which is acceptable to the JCETP
and the Mayor.

VII. TERM OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement, and its force and effect on the activities, responsibilities and relationships
defined herein, shall apply to the period commencing on the 1% day of July 2014 and shall remain in
effect until the 30™ day of June 2015.

VIII. TERMINATION

Either the City or the JCETP may terminate this Agreement without cause upon ninety (90)
days prior written notice to the other party specifying the date of termination. Cause for termination
results from the failure of the defaulting party to remedy any default in the performance of its
obligations hereunder within ninety (90) working days after the non-defaulting party has given the
defaulting party written notice of the default and the nature thereof. Cause for termination may also

result from a termination of the grant funds through no fault of either party.




IX. AMENDMENTS
Either the JCETP or the City may propose amendments to this Agreement at any time. Any
amendment to this Agreement shall require the approval of a majority of each party hereto as well as

the City’s governing body, and shall be in written form.

The Licensee further agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless the City, its officers, directors, employees or agents from and against any and all
claims, suits and demands based upon any of the risks so assumed, whether just or unjust,
fraudulent or not, and for all costs and expenses incurred by them in the defense, settlement or
satisfaction of any such claims, including attorney's fees and costs of suit. If so directed, the
Licensee shall, at no cost or expense to the City, defend against such claims, in which event the
Licensee shall not, without obtaining express permission in advance from the Corporation
Counsel of the City, raise any defense involving in any way the immunity of the City, or the
provisions of any statutes respecting suits against the City. The Licensee’s liability under this
License Agreement shall continue after the termination of it with respect to any liability, loss,
expense or damage resulting from acts occurring prior to termination.

7. INSURANCE

Licensee will use Sherman Williams exterior bucket paint and
Montana spray paint. The license to gain entry to Conrail property as hereinabove described is
granted upon the execution of this agreement and shall continue in perpetuity unless terminated
by either party upon thirty (30) days’ written notice. The artwork on any trestle is subject to the

2. LIABILITY

a. Licensee hereby releases and will protect, defend, indemnify and save harmless
CONRAIL and its subsidiaries, and their officers, agents and employees, against all claims,

expenses of every character whatsoever (hereinafter collectively referred to as “Claims”) for

Licensee
represents and warrants that any subcontractor retained to perform work on the Premises shall
have in effect the insurance 1dentified in Paragraph 9, which insurance shall identify Conrail as
additional insured and also be covered by all other provisions of this License Agreement. A
copy of this License Agreement shall be furnished to all subcontractors. Licensee shall provide
Conrail with at least five (5} days prior written notice of any subcontractor who will perform

3. ENTRY UPON PROPERTY

4. CONRAIL OPERATIONS

All operations of Licensee shall be carried on in such a manner so as not to interfere with
CONRALIL property and operations or the use of any CONRAIL facilities. This License shall not
require nor provide flag protection, signal/communiéation line protection or engineering
inspection. All work done by Licensee will be in accordance with CONRAIL’s CE-6 Sé_fety

5. CROSSING OR FOULING TRACK

In no event shall equipment or material be transported across CONRAIL’s track or tracks in

WHEREAS, in 1910, fo commemarata the 250%™ amivetsary of the State’s flrst settlement, the State Legislature
passed enabling Tegislation and aythorized funding for the censtruction of the Cld Town of Bergen Monument to
cemmemorate the founding of the first permanent settlement in New Jersey, the Town of Berger; and

WHEREAS, the Monument was dedicated on October 18" 1913 at the northeast corner of Bergen and Academy
Streets, in front of P.S, 11 Schoel, which is also the site of the first church, school and civie government in New
Tersey; and

WIHEREAS, the Monument featured a nine-foot statue of the colony’s governcr, Pster Stuyvesant soulpted by I,
Maasey Rind; and

WHEREAS, the statue depicis Stuyvesent holding the Town’s charter of incorporation in his left hand; and

WHEREAS, the statue stood atap a granite base which was inseribed with the history of how the colory which
wonld eventnally become New Jersey was formed, who ity prineipal Isaders were, and thet on sife belind e
Monument stead the first cmeeh, school and civie goverrment in Naw Jersey; and

WHEREAS, the granite wings of the Monument's granite base were removed in 1966 following the fire and
collapse of P.8. 11, though the Monument remained in front of the new P.5, 11 {renamed Dr. Maztin Luther King,
Jr. School) where it remained wntil Febraary 5, 2010; and

WHEREAS, on fhat date, the stafue of Peter Stuyvesant was removed from: the Monument’s central pedestal and
ihe pedestal was demolisked pursuant fo an agrecment botween. the Jersey City Board of Bducation and Eudsen
County Community College; and

WHEREAS, the removal of the stafie and destuction of the pedestal was widely condernmed by the public and the
_prior administration demanded the statue’s return; and

WHEREAS, the Jersey City Landmarks Conservancy, a non-profit organization formed to preserve, protect and
promote the atehitectural and cultural heritape of Jersey City, toak possession of the stwine and restored it as 4 gift o
the Clty, with the intention that granite base and pedestal of the Old Town of Bergen Monument be rebuitt in Bergen
Square so that the statue could be placed atop it once again; and

WHEREAS, the granite base and pedestal of the Old Town of Betgen Mommnent has not yet been vebnilt and the
status is currently in storage in the City’s Depariroent of Public Works facility; and

WHEREAS, 2014 marks the State ochw Tersey’s 150" anniversary; and

WHEREAS, it is i the best inferest of the City that the statue of Pefer Stuyvesant be on public display to
commemorate the Stafe of New Jerssy's 350" anniversery; and

WHEREAS, Hudson County Community College has g grhmte pedestal located in Hudson Connty Contmunity
College park property at the intersection of Sip and Newkitk Streats suitable to ﬂccommudate the statue of Peter
. Stuyvesant; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jersey City is deslrous of Ioaning the state of Pefer Stuyvasant to Hudson, County and
Hudson County Commmunity College for the State of New Jersey’s 350% anmversalgr year, and wishes that it be
displayed at the site identified by Hudson County Community College durfug the 350™ anniversary year pursuant to
the attached license agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City will apply for the grant monles necessary to rebuild the orlginal grauite base and pedestal of
the Old Town of Bergen Monument while the statue of Peter Siuyveseut is on display on Hudson County
Community College property.

WHEREAS, after the past brutal winter with unprecedented snow and freezing, city streets are in an
acute need of repair; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Utilities Authority IMUA] has agreed to provide the City with assistance
repairing potholes for no ecnsideration, although the City will need to share its vehicles/ equipment with the
MUA; and

WHEREAS, in order to proceed, the parties need to execute an agreement; and

WHEREAS, the agreement shall be .for a term of one (1) year effective as of August 1, 2014 and
ending on or before July 31, 2015.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and of the mutual covenants, agreements, terms
and conditions herein set forth, and of the undertakings of each party to the other, the parties hereto, do
mutually covenant, promise and agree as follows:

MUA’s obligations hereunder shall survive an termination of this
Agreement, ‘

MISCELLANEOUS

The City and MUA, may modify this Agreement and execute any other appropriate or necessary
agreements as may be needed from time to time to effectuate the purposes of the Agreement. Such
modifications must be approved in writing by the Business Administrator and Bxecutive Director of the

Guidance on Use of New Law Regarding National Contracts

Recently Governor Christie enacted P.L.2011, ¢.139 into law. This law
affects public contracting laws for ail government contracting agéncies hy
permitting agencies to use contracts awarded by "national” or “regional”
cooperatives or other states that were competitively bid. The law
supplements existing law on the use of such contracts and is intended to
provide additional flexibility to local government in the area of
procurement:

Appropriate State agencies are reviewing the new law and the Division of
Local Government Services intends to issue additional guidance in the near
future.

Until then, contracting units should proceed with prudence to ensure their
actions are compliant with the law. Pending additional guidance,
contracting units should take into account the following as local
circumstances dictate.

1. Inapplying the law, consider that there is no stated intent that
NJ businesses should be put at a disadvantage because of differences
between NJ public contracting law and that of jurisdictions that
awarded the cooperative contract.

2. Local procurement procedures should continue te ensure the public
trust. Laws relating to disclosure of political contributions, non-
collusion, and ethics should continue to be followed.

-3. Contracting officials should be cautious to ensure that the new
authority is not abused. Local officials continue to have responsibility
to choose vendors in an open and transparent manner te ensure
public confidence in the integrity of government spending. Further, if
a national contract is used, membership and participation rules of the
national cooperative should be reviewed and followed.

THIS AGREEMENT entered into this day of , 2014 by and between the
City of Jersey City, (hereinafter referred to as the “City™) and '

1. Term of Agreement

Contracts for consultants or professional services must be approved by the City prior to obtaining
the services.

Over- expenditures, within any line item (s) in the budget (s), will be denied.

7. Compliance Regarding audits and Inspections

At anytime during the normal business hours and as often as the City may deem necessary, there
shall be made available to the City, all of the Sub-grantee's records with respect to all matters
covered by this Agreement. The Sub-grantee will permit the City to audit, examine and make

excerpts or transcripts.

8. Personnel

The Sub-grantee shall have the right to hire ifs own staff provided it is in conformity with the
operation program.

9. Application for Other Grants

The Sub-grantee shall have the prerogative of applying to other funding sources for grants and
shall submit timely letters of intent to do so to the City. '

10. Changes

The Sub-grantee may from time to time request changes in the scope of services of the Sub-
grantee to be performed hereunder. Such changes including any increase or decrease in the
amount of funds available to the Sub-grantee from the City will be contained in written

amendments to this contract.

11. Compliance with Federal and Local Laws

12. Retention of Records

Financial records, supporting documents, statistical records, and all other records pertinent to this
Agreement shall be retained by the Sub-grantee for a period of three years from the date of its last
anpual performance report on the project except as follows:

Records that are the subject of any finding, concern, or issue raised by any federal agency or the
City shall be retained for at least three years after final resolution of such matters with the Federal

Records for non-expendable property which was acquired with Federal Grants funds shall be
retained for three years after its final disposition. '

13. Covenant Against Contingent Fees

~ The Sub-grantee warrants that no person or selling agency or other organizations has been

employed or retained to solicit or secure this Agreement upon a contract or understanding for a
commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee. For breech or violation of this warrant, the
City shall have the right to annul this Agreement without liability, or in its direction to deduct
from the contract or otherwise recover the full amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage
or contingent fee or to seek such other remedies as legally may be available.

14. Errors and Qmissions

Sub-grantee shall perform its services consistent with the professional skill and care ordinarily
required by program specifications as practiced by Municipal Alliances of the same or similar
locality under the same or similar circumstances. Sub-grantee shall perform its services as
expeditiously as is consistent with such professional skill and care to ensure compliance and the
orderly progress of the project.  Sub-grantee must also provide proof of Errors and

15. Termination

the Jersey City Municipal Court on an as needed basis for all of its scheduled day sessions.

ARTICLE
Scope of Services

1. Consultant shall perform for the City all the required services in accordance
with the Request for Proposal (“REFP”) prepared by the City and the proposal (“Proposal”)
prepared by Consultant and submitted to the City on May 22, 2014, both of which are
attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference. This Agreement, the RFP, and the
Proposal are intended to complement and supplement each other. In the event that there is
a conflict or discrepancy among the provisions of this-Agreement; the RFP and the
Proposal, the provisions of this Agreement shall govern over the REFP and the Proposal, and
the provisions of the RFP shall govern over the Proposal.

2. Such described services shall be performed during a period of one (1) year
commencing on September 1, 2014 and ending on August 31, 2015. '

3. The scope of services to be performed shall not be materially different from,
or more or less extensive, than those specified above unless such modifications are reduced
in writing and signed by authorized representatives of the City and Consultant, Any
modifications which increase the compensation of Consultant shall require the prior
authorization of the governing body of the City.

ARTICLE III
Contractual Relationship

1. In performing the services under this Agreement, Consultant shall operate
and have the status of an independent contractor and shall not act as an agent or employee
of City. As an independent contractor, Consultant shall be solely responsible for
determining the means and methods of performing the services described in the Scope of
Services.

2. Consultant shall perform the services to be furnished under this Agreement
with the degree of skill and care that is required by customarily accepted competent
professional practices to assure that all work is correct and appropriate for the purposes
intended.

ARTICLE IV
Compensation and Payment

1. The total fee payable to Consultant for the entire term of this Agreement
shall not exceed the sum of One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000.00).




2. The City agrees to pay the Consultant's fee in monthly payments. Com-
pensation shall be payable upon submission and verification of monthly invoices to the
Municipal Court Director.. Each invoice shall include a description of services, travel
fees, nuntber of hours services performed, and the hourly rate or session rate for interpret-
ers who provided services during the month for which the invoice is being submitted.
Consultant understands that each invoice must be submitted to the governing body of the
City for approval prior to payment. The governing body meets on the second and fourth
Wednesdays of each month. The processing time for payment is approximately three 3)
weeks. :

ARTICLE YV
Insurance
1. Consulttant shall purchase and maintain the following insurance during the
term of this Contract. '
A. Comprehensive General Liability: including Premises Operations, Products

Completed Operations, and Independent contracior coverages - covering as insured
consultant with not less than two million dollars ($2,000,000) combined single limit for
Bodily Injury and Property Damage Liability. The City of Jersey City, its agents, servants
shall be named as additional insured.

B. Professional Liability Insurance: covering as insured the Consultant with not less
than one million dollars ($1,000,000) Limit of Liability. Said policy shall include an
endorsement whereby the Consultant indemnifies and holds harmless the CITY, its
respective employees from all claims against any of them for personal injury or death or
property damage arising solely out of the negligent performance of professional service or
caused by error, omission, or negligent act of the Consultant or any one employed by the
Consultant. This policy must be written on an "Occurrence” form. A "Claims Made”
form is unacceptable. '

C. Automobile Liability Coverage: covering as insured CONSULTANT with not less
than ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) combined single limit for Bodily Injury and
Property Damage Liability, including non-owned Automobile Liability Coverage.

D. Workmen's Compensation Insurance: benefit securing compensation for the benefit
of the employees of Consultant in the sum of ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS
($100,000) (Statutory).

2. Consultant agrees to procure and maintain insurance of the kinds and in the
amounts hereinabove provided in insurance companies authorized to do business in the
State of New Jersey, as rated in the Best Key Rating Guide for Property and Casualty
covering all operations under this Contract.




Before commencing the work. Consultant shall furnish the City certificates of
each insurance upon execution of this Contract.

3. The insurance policies described in this Article shall be kept in force for the period
specified below.

All coverage should remain in effect for the period of the consulting contract.
Professional Liability Insurance shall remain in effect for a period of two (2) years after the
completion of Consultant’s work.

ARTICLE VI
Termination

1. Ifadispute arises between the parties during the contract term, and if, after a-
good faith effort the dispute is not resolved, the City has the unrestricted right to cancel the
contract without cause by providing 30 days’ written notice to the Consultant.

Consultant shall be paid the amount earned by or reimbursable to Consultant to the time
specified in said notice. Consultant shall have no further claim against the City with
respect thereto.

ARTICLE VII
Indemnity

The Consultant shall be liable to and hereby agrees to indemmify and hold harmless
the City and employees of the City from any damages and for any costs and expenses to
which the City and its respective employees may be subjected, or which they may suffer or
incur by reason of any loss, property damage, bodily injury, or death resulting solely from
an error, omission, or negligent act of the Consultant or anyone employed by the
Consultant in the performance of this contract,

ARTICLE VIII
Arbitration

1. Any disputes or claims arising out of this agreement or breach thereof shall be
decided upon a mutually agreed upon single arbitrator appointed in accordance with the
rules of the American Arbitration Association. The Arbitrator shall be bound by the terms
of this agreement and shall issue a written opinion explaining the reasons for this award.

2. A demand for arbitration shall be in writing no later than 5 days after the written
decision of the City of Jersey City Business Administrator on any claim or dispute covered
by this agreement.




ARTICLE VIX
Entire Agreement

1. This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between City and
Consultant. Tt supersedes all prior or contemporaneous communications, representations
of agreement, whether oral or written with respect to the subject matter thereof and has '
been induced by no representations, statements or agrecments other than those herein
expressed. No agreement hereafter made between the parties shall be binding on either
party unless reduced to writing and signed by an authorized officer of the party sought to be
bound thereby.

ARTICLE X
Assignment

Consultant shall make no assignment or transfer of this agreement or assign or
transfer any part of the work under this agreement.

ARTICLE XI
Choice of Taw

This agreement shall be deemed to have been made, exccuted and delivered in the
State of New Jersey. The terms and conditions of this agreement shall be constructed in
accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey.

ARTICLE X1I1
Modification

The parties hereto reserve the right subject to mutual assent, to modify the terms
and conditions as herein contained, as necessary and as evidenced by a written formal
executed Addendum to the agreement.

ARTICLE XIII
Counter-parts

This agreement shall be executed in two counter-parts, each of which shall be
deemed to be an original and such counter-parts shall constitute one and the same

The paragraph headings in this agreement are for convenience only; they form no
part of this agreement and shall not affect its interpretation.

WHEREAS, Raymond Martin, a lifelong Jersey City resident, is an inspirational and exceptional
athlete, a Paralympics gold medalist, and recipient of the 2012-2013 Sportsman of the Year award ~
from the United States Olympic Committee; and .

WHEREAS, Ray isa 2012 Hudson County Prep graduate and a rising sophomore at the University of
IHlincis, only one of 4 universities in the country that compete in Paralympics sports. Heis
attending the university on an athletic scholarship, first majoring in Kinesiology, and now focusing
on Statistics. His dad, Dan Martin, is also a County Prep alumnus ('84), and his mom April Martin, is
a native from the Philippines and a teacher of autism;

WHEREAS, Ray was born with a congenital disorder known as arthrogryposis that affects his joint
flexibility, from his ankles to his neck. His fingers are fisted, his wrists point inward and his legs
cannot straighten. He had been through 17 surgeries, ranging from hernia repair to deep sinus
cleansing;

WHEREAS, Ray competed in the 2012 London Paralympics Games, winning Four Gold Medals in
100-meter, 200-meter, 400-meter and 800-meter wheelchair track races. He is the current world
record holder in his class in the 200 meters, and the American record holder in the 400 and 800
meters;

WHEREAS, Following his performance in the Paralympics, a week later Ray completed the Chicago
Marathon in October 2012 and was named Paralympics Sportsman of the Year by the US Olympic
Committee and was nominated in 2012 & 2013 as hest male athlete with a disability in ESPN's
ESPYS awards. He also completed the Boston Marathon this past April;

WHEREAS, Ray competed on Teamn USA in the World Championship in Lyon, France. Ray won Gold
in all the 5 races he competed in-- 100m, 200m, 400m, 800m & 1500m, Most recengly, Ray won five
events and set a world record at the International Paralympics Committee Grand Prix Desert
Challenge in Mesa, Arizona. He lowered his own T52 200 meters world record by 16 hundredths of
a second, finishing in 30.02sec. He also won the T52 100m, 400m, 800m and 1.500m in Arizona;

CITY OF JERSEY CITY
CASH MANAGEMENT POLICY

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:5-14, the City of Jersey City’s Cash"'Management Policy or Philosophy
for selecting and evaluating investment instruments shall:

1) Consider preservation of capital, by ensuring that the principal invested is safe and
secure.

2) Consider liquidity, by ensuring that the security can readily be converted to cash.

3) Consider current and historical investment returns, by comparmg and examining such
refurns,

4) Constider diversification, by spreading investment plmmpal among a number
of investment instruments.

5) Consider maturity requlrements, by timing the maturity of the investment to match
the need for cash.

6) Consider cosis and fees, by analyzing the expenses associated with buying,
storing and redeeming investment instruments.

7) Be based on a cash flow analysis prepared by the Chief Financial Officer and
be commensurate with the nature and size of the funds held by the City of
Jersey City.

8) Be made on a competitive basis insofar as practicable.

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:5-15.1, the City of Jersey City may use moneys which may be in hand
for the purchase of the following types of securities which, if suitable for registry, may be
registered in the name of the City of Jersey City.

1) Bonds or other obligations of the United States of America or obligations
guaranieed by the United . States of America (Treasury Bills, Notes and
Bonds). :

2) Government money market mutual funds.

3) Any obligation that a federal agency or a federal instrumentality has issued in
accordance with an Act of Congress, which security has a maturity date not
greater than 397 days from the date of purchase, provided that such obligation
bears a fixed rate of interest not dependent on any index or other external
factor.




4) Bonds or other obligations of the local unit or bonds or other obligaﬁons of
school districts of which the local unit is a part or within which the school
district is located.

5) Bonds or other obligations, having a maturity date not more than 397 days
from the date of purchase, approved by the Division of Investment of the
Department of the Treasury for investment by local units.

6) Local government iﬁvestment pools.
7) Deposits with the State of New Jersey Cash Management Fund.

8) Agreements for the repurchase of fully collateralized securities, if:

a.) the underlying securities are permitted investments pursuant to
N.J.S.A. 40A:5-15.1;

b.) the custody of coliateral is transferred to a third party,

c.) the maturity of the agreement is not more than 30 days;

d.) the underlying securities are purchased through banks approved
by the Department of Banking and Insurance under the Government Unit
Depository Protection Act (GUDPA); '

e.) a master repurchase agreement providing for the custody and security
of collateral is executed.

Also pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:5-15.1, the City of Jersey City will also abide by the following
investment guidelines:

1) Any investment instruments in which the security is not physically held by the
local unit shall be covered by a third party custodial agreement which shall
provide for the designation of such investments in the name of the local unit and
prevent unauthorized use of such investments.

2) Purchase of investment securities shall be executed by the “delivery versus
payment” method to ensure that securities are either received by the local unit or a
third party custodian prior to or upon the release of the local unit’s funds.

3) Any investments not purchased and redeemed directly from the issuer,
government money market mutual fund, local government investment pool, or the
State of New Jersey Cash Management Fund, shall be purchased and redeemed
through the use of a national or State bank located within this State or through a
broker-dealer which, at the time of purchase or redemption, has been registered
continuously for a period of at least two years pursuant to section 9 of P.1..1967,
¢.93 (C.49:3-56) and has at least $25 million in capital stock (or equivalent
capitalization if not a corporation), surplus reserves for contingencies and
undivided profits, or through a securities dealer who makes primary markets in




With the above Cash Management Policy in mind, the City’s Cash Management Plan is indicated

U.S. Government securities and reports daily to the Federal Reserve Bank of New
York its position in and borrowing on such U.S. Government securities.

4) When the City’s Cash Management Plan permits investments for more than
one (1) year, the investment must approximate the prospective use of the funds.
This primarily relates to U.S. Securities and local bond issue purchase.

All of the investment instruments permitted by N.JL.S.A. 40A:5-15.1 can be

Since
the process of selecting such services is a tedious one, when the City attempts to
purchase such instruments, the pool of selected broker/dealers will be presented to
the Municipal Council.




The approved investment instruments selected by the City of Jersey City are:

1) Bonds or other obligations of the United States of America or obligations
guaranteed by the United States of America (Treasury Bills, Notes and Bonds).

2) Government money market funds.

3) Any obligation that a federal agency or a federal instrumentality has issued in
accordance with an Act of Congress, which security has a maturity date not
greater than 397 days from the date of purchase, provided that such obligation
bears a fixed rate of interest not dependable on any index or other external factor,
4) Bonds or other obligations of the local unit or bonds or other obligations of
school districts of which The local unit is a part of within which the school
district is located,

5) Bonds or other obligations, having a maturity date not more than 397 days
from the date of purchase, approved by the Department of Treasury, Division of

Investment,

6) Local government investment pools, such as New Jersey Class, and the New
Jersey Arbitrage Rebate Management Program.

7} Deposits with the State of New Jersey Cash Management Fund.

8) Repurchase agreements of fully collateralized securities, if:

a} The underlying securities are permitted investments pursuant to N.J.S.A, 40A:5-15.1;
b} The custody of the collateral is transferred to a third party;

¢} The maturity of the agreement is not more than 30 days;

d) The underlying securities are purchased through banks approved by the Department of
Banking and Insurance under the Government Unit Depository Projection Act (GUDPA).

e) A master repurchase agreement pr0V1dmg for the custody and securlty of the collateral
is executed.

The approved designation of any Government Money Market Funds are:

NOTE: The purchase of Government Money Market Funds requires the
use of broker/dealers. Since the process of selecting such services
is a tedious one, when the City attempts to purchase such
instruments, the pool selected instruments and broker/dealers will
be presented to the Municipal Council.




The City’s Cash Management Plan is further guided by the followmg principles of
investment and risk:

Although many factors will contribute to the City’s policy for selecting and
evaluating investment instruments, the City recognizes that the security of such
interest comes first, followed by liquidity, and then yield.

Funds shall be managed to meet the City’s cash flow needs; namely asset maturity
decisions will be guided by cash flow factors.

Careful attention to investment fee structure must be paid: for example, the fees
for getting in and out of investments will be considered. Additionally, when
investing in government money market funds, load fees (fees up front) and no-
load fees (fee is covered as part of the yield) must be distinguished.

The City will acknowledge the notion that “past performance 1s not a guarantee of
future results” when gauging the potential success of its invesiments. Namely,
since government money market funds are required to be rated, the City will study
such ratings. The City will assess the performance of such funds, paying strict
attention to their historical expenses, and the experience of their managers.

The City will use the New Jersey Cash Management Fund as a benchmark for
comparing the performance of government money market funds and Local
Government Investment Pools. Since the New Jersey Cash Management Fund
has a wider variety of investments available to it than government money market
funds and Local Government Investment Pools, it can be used as a reliable
indicator of market performance.

If solicited by financial advisors to assist the City in it’s investment decisions, the
City shall (a) be prudent in taking their advice; (b) consider what they are selling;
(c) establish how they will profit from the investment; (d) ascertain exactly what
their fees are; () be aware of “churning” (generation of excess fees by moving
from investment to investment).

The City will completely understand all financial products purchased, namely,
how the product is priced, the effect or interest rate changes on the value of the
product and the liquidity of the product.

The City will consult with Corporation Counsel whenever there is a question
regarding the legal status of an investment instrument.

The City will purchase certificate of deposits or repurchase agreements from
broker/dealers (including bank related ones) since they are not permitted
depositories of funds.




. If necessary, the City will consult with GFOA publications on investment
practices and with the Bureau of Securities when it comes to ensuring that
investment advisors, or broker/dealers and agents of broker/dealers are registered.

General Cash Management Principles that the City’s Cash Management Plan shall adhere
to are:

. All moneys turned over to the Treasurer shall be deposited Wlthln forty—elght (48)
hours in accordance with N.J.8.A. 40A:5-15.

. The Treasurer, with the approval of the Chief Financial Officer, shall minimize
the possibility of idle cash accumulating in accounts by assuring that all amounts
in excess of negotiated compensating balances (if applicable) are kept in interest
bearing accounts or promptly swept into the investment portfolio.

«  Cash may be withdrawn from investment pools under the discretion of the Chief
Financial Officer to fund operations, and/or meet cash flow needs,

. The method of calculating banking fees and compensating balances (1f applicable)
shall be documented to the Governing Body at least annually.

AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made this day of , 2014 between the CITY OF
JERSEY CITY a municipal corporation of the State of New Jersey, with offices at 280 Grove
Street, Jersey City, New Jersey 07302 (hereinafter referred to as “CITY”), and EARTH
ENGINEERING INCORPORATED, located at 403 Commerce Lane, West Berlin, New Jerscy
08901 (hereinafter referred to as “CONSULTANT™),

WHEREAS, the CITY received a donation from the Superbowl Snowflake Foundation to install
field lighting at the multi-purpose field located at the Ed Ford Athletic Complex at Caven Point
in Jersey City, New Jersey (hereinafter the “Field”); and

WHEREAS, soil borings testing is required to determine whether the subsurface conditions at
the Field are capable of supporting the proposed field lighting; and

WHEREAS, the Jersey City Public Schools granted the CITY permission to access the field to
perform soil borings in the Access Agreement authorized by the City Council pursuant to
Resolution No.: 14,420 on June 25, 2014; and -

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A, .§40A:1 1-6.1(a) since the contract was under the bidding
threshold, the City’s Purchasing Agent solicited three (3) quotes for soil borings; and

WHEREAS, the proposal submitted by CONSULTANT was the most advantageous to the
CITY;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants set forth herein, the
parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1
Purpose of Agreement
The purpose of this Agreement is for CONSULTANT to conduct soil boring testing at the Field
to determine the suitability of the subsurface conditions at the Field for the installation of field
lighting therein.




ARTICLE I1

Scope of Services

. CONSULTANT shall perform for the CITY all of the required professional engineering
services in accordance with this Agreement and the Proposal prepared by Engineer dated
August 12, 2014, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. This
Agreement and the Proposal are intended to complement and supplement each other. In the
event that there is a conflict or discrepancy between the provisions of this Agreement and the
provisions of the Proposal, the provisions of this Agreement shall govern over the provisions
of the Proposal,

. CONSULTANT shall have access to the Field to perform the professional engineering
services between the hours 8:00AM and 5:00PM, Monday thru Friday, except as necessary to
respond to an emergency.

. CONSULTANT shall complete the services within thirty (30) days of receipt of the CITY*S
notice to proceed. '

. Upon completion of the investigation, CONSULTANT shall restore the Field to the
condition the Field was in prior to CONSULTANT’S entry thereon.

. CONSULTANT will use commercially reasonable efforts to perform the sampling in a
manner that minimizes the interruption with the Jersey City Public School’s use and
enjoyment of the Field. CONSULTANT shall not interfere with ingress and egress and utility
service to the Field.

. CONSULTANT shall provide the CITY with two (2) split samples of each test boring: one
(1) for the CITY and one (1) for the Jersey City Public Schools.

. CONSULTANT shall provide the CITY with copies of all laboratory analyses, sampling
logs, quality assurance/quality control deliverables, photographs and the like with respect to
the investigation.

. CONSULTANT shall obtain all permits and authorizations of whatever nature from any and
all governmental agencies as are necessary for conducting the investigation at the Field. All
work on the Field will be conducted in a manner that is consistent with the New Jersey
‘Technical Requitements for Site Remediation (N.J.A.C. §7:26E) and other applicable state
and local requirements and shall be performed in a good and workmanlike manner.

. 'The scope of services to be performed shall not be materially different from, or more or less
extensive, than those specified above unless such modifications are produced in writing and




signed by authorized representatives of the CITY and CONSULTANT. Any modifications
that increase the compensation of CONSULTANT shall require the prior authorization of the
governing body of the CITY.

ARTICLE ITT
Contractual Relationship

1. In performing the services under this Agreement, CONSULTANT shall operate and have
status of an independent contractor and shall not act as an agent or employee of the City. As
an independent contractor, CONSULTANT shall be solely responsible for determining the
means and methods of performing the services described in the Scope of Services.

2. CONSULTANT shall perform the services to be furnished under this Agreement with the
degree of skill and care that is required by customarily accepted competent professional
practices to assure that all work is correct and appropriate for the purposes intended.

ARTICLE IV
Compensation and Payment

1. Compensation for the performance of the services described herein will be in accordance
with the CONSULTANT’S Proposal dated January 17, 2014, aftached hereto as Exhibit
A, in the amount of Five Thousand Thirty Dollars ($5,980.00),

2. CONSULTANT shall submit to CITY invoices showing the services performed and the
charges therefor in proportion to the work completed as described in the attached
Proprosal prepared by CONSULTANT. Monthly reports (including but not limited to
narrative descriptions of the work performed, sample analysis report, photographs, etc.)
must be attached to each invoice. CONSULTANT understands that said invoices must be
submitted to the governing body of the City for approval prior to payment.

ARTICLE V
Insurance
CONSULTANT shall purchase and maintain the following insurance during the terms of this
Contract:
A. Worker’s Compensation Insurance as required by applicable law;
B. Contractor’s Pollution Liability with a limit of TWO MILLION DOLLARS
($2,000,000.00) per incident and in the aggregate;
C. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance with a limit of THREE MILLION
DOLLARS ($3,000,000.00) per incident and in the aggregate; and
D. Automobile Liability Insurance with a limit of ONE MILLION DOLLARS
($1,000,000.00) per incident and in the aggregate.

E. Professional Liability Insurance with a limit of ONE MILLION DOLLARS
($1,000,000.00) per incident and in the aggregate.




At least ten (10) business days prior to its first entry onto the Field to perform the services
described herein, CONSULTANT must provide the City with a copy of its certificate of
insurance evidencing the insurance coverage required in paragraphs A thru D above. The
certificate of insurance must name the City of Jersey City and the Jersey City Public Schools as
additional insureds. The certificate of insurance must also bear the City project name: P-2014-
005 - Caven Point Artificial Turf Soccer Field,

ARTICLE VI
Personnel of the Consultant

1. The CONSULTANT shall engage at its sole expense and be responsible for, all engineers,
architects, cost estimators and experts as may be required for the proper performance of the
Contract, including maintenance of schedules, correlation of their work and resolution of all
differences between them. The CONSULTANT shall pay to any such architects, engineers, cost
estimators and experts employed on the project, monies comimensurate with the professional .
engineering services rendered by them. It is understood that all such personnel shall be engaged
by the CONSULTANT and not the CITY; and the CONSULTANT alone is responsible for their
work, '

2. All personnel assigned to the Project by the CONSULTANT shall be required to cooperate
fully with personnel assigned to the Project by the CITY and in the event the CONSULTANT’S
personnel fail to cooperate, the CONSULTANT shall relieve them of their duties on the Project
when mutually agreed by both, the CITY and the Contractor.

ARTICLE V1I
Progress Report

The CONSULTANT shall prepare and send to the CITY on a monthly basis a Consulting
Progress Monthly Payment Schedule Report giving the status of the Project. If progress is
delayed for any reason, the CONSULTANT shall state the reason for such delay in this report.

ARTICLE VIII
Suspension or Termination

1. Termination: CITY shall have the right to terminate this Agreement in whole or in part upon
seven (7) days’ written notice. Upon receipt of termination notice, CONSULTANT shall
immediately discontinue services. CONSULTANT shall be paid the amount earned by or
reimbursable to it hereunder to the time specified in said notice, including all reasonable
costs incurred by CONSULTANT in connection with discontinuing the work hereunder, and
shall have no further claim against CITY with respect thereto.




2. Suspension: CITY shall have the right to suspend this Agreement at any time, and for any
reason, direct the CONSULTANT to stop work under this contract for a period of time, upon
seven (7) days written notice. The CONSULTANT shall resume work as directed by the
City, in writing. The period during which work shall have been suspended shall be deemed
added to the time of performance of this contract, Stoppage of work shall not give rise to any
claim against the City for damages or extra remuneration except reasonable costs incurred by
Consultant in connection with the suspension of work, and shall have no further claim
against the City with respect thereto.

ARTICLE IX
Arbitration
1. Any disputes or claims arising out of this Agreement, or breach thereof, shall be decided by a
mutually agreed upon single arbitrator appointed in accordance with the rules of the
American Arbitration Association, The arbitrator shall be bound by the terms of this
Agreement and shall issue a written opinion explaining the reasons for his award.

2. A demand for arbitration shall be in writing no later than five (5) days after the written
decision of the Director of the Division of Engineering of the CITY or any claim or dispute
covered by this Article,

ARTICLE X
Nondiscrimination

In connection with the performance of work under this contract, the CONSULTANT
agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant because of race, creed, color, or
national origin; and further agrees to insert the forthcoming provisions in all subcontracts for
standard commercial supplies or for raw materials.

_ ARTICLE X1
Compliance With Equal Employment Opportunity/Affirmative Action Plan

1. If the Contract Agreement exceeds $36,000.00, it shall also be subject to the
provisions of N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et seq. and N.J.S.A. 17:27 et seq.

Entire Agreement

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Field Investigation

Based on the expected construction, it is proposed that a total of two (2) standard earth
borings be advanced for the project to determine the subsurface soil stratigraphy. The test
borings will be performed in the general area of each light standard and will extend to depths
of 50 feet below the existing ground surface or until suitable soil bearing conditions are
encountered. The client will be notified in the field if any of the test borings need to be
extended to depths greater than those proposed due to unsuitable subsurface soil conditions.

The test borings will be conducted using truck mounted drilling equipment and hollow
stem augers. Samples of the soils encountered will be recovered and the Standard
Penetration Resistance Test (SPT) values will be recorded at suitable intervals. All sampling
procedures will be performed in accordance with the applicable American Society for Testing
Materials (ASTM) Standards.
